We will be completing unit one, which was foundation work for the

year.

Our next unit will be all about linear equations. Students will learn how

to write in function notation, how to solve linear equations, literal

equations, and so much more.

All Math classes are working very hard.  Every day, I see such tremendous
effort and growth from the students.  They make me excited to teach
them MORE about every topic we cover.
